Are You A Wheat Or A Tare?
Have you ever wondered about the parable of the wheat and tares? What it meant in relationship to the end time? How it is affecting the church now? 

Well, I have and have sought God about this word in this present day. We are closer to the end than we think and just as God's word has stated, the end times will be just like it was in the day of Sodom and Gonorrhea and in the days of Nivah. 

Can't we see that becoming a reality?

How relevant the wheat and the tare’s parable is to us today. We have all heard the story and the parable about how a man goes to plants good seed and while he was asleep his enemy comes and plants tares along with the good seed. The servant of the man notices this and asked the man if he should remove the tares, but the man says "No", because if he does this it would uproot the wheat (good seed) as well. The man instructs the servant to allow the tares to grow along side the wheat until the reapers are asked to gather at an appointed time-first, the tare to be burnt and second, wheat in the barn.

This parable doesn't exactly send a wonderful message unless you consider yourself to be the wheat and that is the sole purpose of this article.

Let's look at some of the possible characteristics of both. First off I must say that they are not that easy to distinguish because they look exactly alike. Their stalks are the same, they wilt the same, they blow the same, but it is not until they are fully mature that you are able to determine their true differences. Their differences are only distinguished by there head or tips because each is different. But praise God because He left us some clues along the way! 

So it is in the church of Jesus Christ. We are all part of the field of God, meaning the world and yet some of are called to be different, stand out among the rest. 

Today this might appear as a hard task because so much of the church mimics the world. You can't tell them apart at times. Everyone speaks christainese, owns Jesus bumper stickers, goes to some form of church, and carries a Bible or some form of religious apparel. They sing and produce songs to God and head ministries. They preach like there is no tomorrow and seem like decent folks. But what does that all mean? Does this give us recognition that we are saved. God's chosen! Does this indicate that we are His wheat?

Well, whoopee-doo because you know what, Satan can do all of that and some more too! Hello! Gods said that Satan will appear as an angle of light. God word says that Satan will plant minister of righteousness in the vineyard of God. That is the basic point to the wheat and tare parable. The tares are in the house!

The Bible speaks of false apostles, false teachers, false pastors and prophets. Notice that they are all leaders of the five old ministries. The same leaders God left to the church for maturity purposes.

Strange or is it? Why would God allow such a thing? Yet He warns us that these things will be. He tell us that they will be there especially in the end times, which I believe we are now in.

The wheat has one problem!  

As a body we lack the discernment to identify good from evil. 
Discernment requires us to have a discipline lifestyle. The more discipline we are, the more we can discern evil from good. Many of us are to busy building monuments of nothingness to take the time anyhow.  Busy chasing exactly what Satan wants us to, GLORY, FAME, MONEY, and PRESTIGE.  We want a name for ourselves except the one that says servant.  We want the riches of the earth instead of the jewels from heaven.  We want men to worship at our feet and make us think that we are higher than we are.  We want to leave legacies in the wind, but we don't want the discipline lifestyle that Christ requires in order to empower us to truly reach a dying world.


Nothing that we do will matter if it is not done for Christ with the right motive of heart.  These falsehoods we do are discarded.  Even Jesus gave us an example of this when He told those who supposedly preached, prophesied, and cast out demons in His name, to get away from Him.  I believed He called them, "Workers of Iniquity."  Why would God say such a thing about His own people who are trying to do good things?  Well in case you are not aware, many people do things that seem good, but their motives aren't right.  Since God is a discerner of the hearts, He fully understands why a person does what they do.  We just don't!


So this proves that there is a possibility of being in the house of God and performing vain works all in the name of Christ!


Well, the wake up call is here. It is time to come up out of your sleep and slumber.  Believe me when I say that God is waking up the wheat.   I believe He is gathering them together, wheat by wheat.   So it is either we will be foolish enough to listen to a message of this magnitude or be foolish enough to ignore it.  

Guess what? The wheat will listen because His sheep hears His voice and a stranger’s voice they will not follow. So, then that leaves us with one question?  What are the characteristics that the wheat are suppose to display?

Even though, we have not all come into full maturity, there are those that are allowing God to process them into maturity despite of the others who may be lagging behind.  It is understood that everyone isn't going to mature at the same time or at the same rate, but some growth should be occurring everyday of every month in every year.  The more truth we know about ourselves, the more we become free from our selves. God can't do anything when we are in denial. 

Let's examine one of the many characteristics God told us we should be. Jesus told us that we should be is “peculiar".  Now what does peculiar mean.  According to Webster's dictionary, peculiar means-unusual: strange, or unconventional, unique: belonging exclusively to or identified distinctly with somebody or something.  

In other words, Wheat should not fit in with the norm. We say we belong to Christ yet, we act like the world.  We gossip like we do.  We lie like they do; we fornicate and commit adultery like they do. We are accusers of the brethren; we possess pride; we love money and things more that we love God.  We are cold hard hearted loveless people.

Well, let's take the DNA test!

Now in the natural, if you and your husband conceive a child, that child should have physical as well as personality characteristics belonging to both of the parents in some form or fashion.  Would you not agree?  Well then, if we say we are children of God, should we not have the DNA of our Father?  We are all made in his likeness, good, bad or indifference, but the DNA God speaks of is his character, his thoughts, his ways, his mind and his integrity.  When He looks at us, He looks for the fruit and the fruit is a representation of all those things above and more.

If we are of God, we sound speak like him, walk like him, and act like him.  That is why Jesus said that "When you see me, you see the Father because He and the Father are one." If we are one with God then when others see us, they should see the fruit or characteristics of Christ.

Now that does not mean perfection.  People often get that confused!  We will never be perfect until we come into the Kingdom, so what does God expect. He expects us to stop making excuses for why we can't and let Him show us that He can.  He expects us to grow from glory to glory. He knows that we are imperfect beings that require a great deal of work yet He is willing to work with us to get us into shape. He is willing to mold us in his likeness inwardly.  That means we must allow him to change our posture, our friendships, and relationship with other. We must allow Him to change our habits, and desire to fit His- "May the same mind that be in Christ be also in whom...?"  YOU!

So how can we be friends with the world? Well, that should not be!  Jesus said," Be careful when the world calls you friend."  Friendship with the world is eminent with God.  Now that does not mean that we are not able to minister to them.  We were once sinners, but now we should have allowed God to convert our lives. Through our lives we become living testaments of His goodness and mercy towards us and others.

Secondly, Jesus said that we are a holy nation.  The key term is HOLY!, and boy has holiness gone out the window like trash.  Speak of true holiness and you are in for a real good fight.   Before we speak on it, let’s examine what holiness is according to Webster's dictionary. I have this saying, "The devil can imitate all things except living holy!"  He can imitate our tongues, our conversation, our traditional attitudes, and more but, Holiness is too much for him to handle. The imitation church talks a good game, but can't live up to conversation it produces.  It is all fluff and smoke!  

You will even hear people say on many occasions, "You can't judge me!"  Believe me, I don't want that task, but the word does judge you, and you can tell a tree by the fruit it bears! Most of our Sunday only goers don't study to show themselves approved, they depend on their pastor to teach them and there's nothing wrong with that.  They are supposed to Shepherd and watch over us.

However, it would present a problem if your pastor is a tare, a minister of righteousness planted by Satan, our enemy, to deceive many.  I often have been told by the Holy Spirit, that whatever the head is, so is the Body.  So whatever Christ is, so is His body, the true church, and what ever Satan is, so is his people, the imitation church.  

Then what should we do in such a case?

So My Leaders, Be Strong!  Be Firm! God is going to hold you Accountable!

Now back to the question, what should we do if we find ourselves in a place where the head is really a minister of unrighteousness!

Well first, we need to  really repent and get into a  real one-on-one relationship with God and that requires more than a Sunday service, singing on the choir, and serving on a board.  Secondly, we need to fast and consecrate ourselves.  Cleanse ourselves from the mindset and ways of the world and doctrines of men. Finally, and this part is hard "WAIT!" Wait on God to direct your path and He will do just that if this proves to be true.

Bottom line, Change is a necessary part of our spiritual growth, but it is not always easy to do or make. Now these options may not apply to everyone.  It applies only to the predestined wheat, tares need not apply!
