Listen real closeéCAN YOU HEAR IT; 

The sound of women echoing the cry of 

their hearts?  Some are whispering it; 

some are singing it, while others are 

SHOUTING IT LOUD! One thing's for 

sure, today's woman is not satisfied with 

yesterday's solutions and religious rou-

tines. We won't be satisfied with little pat 

answers, or be soothed by a new outfit. 

 

The hearts of women are crying out for 

more of God.  We are tired, worn out by 

life and the circumstances and situations 

that it brings.  Many and I mean many 

got lost in the merry-go- round of lifeôs 

circus acts.  

 

What are we to do.?  Where are we to 

go!  Who can we trust?  Questions like 

these and more echo out through the 

spirit of Godôs women.  Not another con-

ference or another church performance!  

Lord I am tired!  Lord I am weary!  Lord, 

if one thing and I mean one more thing 

happens, I will just loss it!  LORD! 
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So we live life and walk around with masks on!  
That is why you see me wearing a mask and I am 
asking each of you to now place yours own.  See 
because we have to become Real again.  
 
On the journey of life we lost who we are and in 
some case we have yet to discover who we are.  
Regardless we have got to become Real with God, 
Real with ourselves and Real with others! But in 
order to do that, it starts with God. Becoming na-
ked before Him.  Sure, He knows all about you but 
that is not the point of what He knows about you, it 
is what you know about yourselves He is trying to 
get you to see and change.   
 
This slow and painful process can become tiring 
and make us weary because we donõt understand 
what God is doing so there goes that issue of trust.  
We are a people that needs to know and trusting 
God is on a need to know basis. 
 
Discovering ME! 
So as we begin today, we will embark on a journey 
to discovery who we are, what we are worth, and 
begin the process of freeing ourselves from our 
selves. This is not a one day, get fix process.  It is 
never ending! 
 
The more I speak to women individually or in 
groups, the more I am convinced that the majority 
of women, and Christian women at that, have mis-
defined their worth. Some where along the lines we 
have missed the boat when it comes to basing our 
worth in Jesus Christ but have in material things, 
what a magazine says we should be, and most defi-
nitely by man. 
 
Women are receivers. As receivers we respond to 
the environment around us and this makes us vul-
nerable as well as needy.  As women we look for 
validation and acceptance too much from people.  
We want acceptance and donõt get me wrong ac-
ceptance is not a bad thing as long as we donõt 
compromise to obtain it.  Right, who doesnõt want 
to fit in?  Who doesnõt want to belong? So with this 
longing for human acceptance, somewhere, some-
how we often lose our self-worth, but even more 
so, our value as Women of God. 
 
Many times well meaning Christians teach on 
Proverbs 31 and they focus on her domestic quali-
ties rather than her internal attributes.  And let me 
be the first to confess this- When I first read Prov-
erbs 31, about her, I was a little intimidated by who 
& what she represented. Automatically, I measured 

my self worth by her and of course, you already 
know, I came up short.  I try to be as real as real 
can be.  Women are known for sizing up other 
women. When I speak at engagements, I knew  
the moment I walked in that many of them had 
thoughts about me, some good and some bad, 
just from the way I looked and I am not being 
paranoid.  When I told them this, some giggled, 
some even rolled their eyes from guilt.. Why? 
Because WORTH according to the world deals 
with: What you look like, What you do, and 
have? What others think of you? And just like 
many of you are doing today, you do with each 
other and itõs exactly what I did when I read all 
the things this woman did.  
 
Say, òJUDGEMENTALó ! Do you know that is a 
Spirit? Why do we look or aim to tear each 
other apart?  Can we hide behind the excuse 
that this is just the nature of man?  Sure we can 
when we are worldly or carnal in thought but as 
we become Women of God we can not longer 
hide behind what the world uses as excuses and 
justification for their behaviors.  We are the ex-
amples!  We are the trend setters, but we are so 
busy trying to bring the world in the church 
instead of bringing the church in the world.   
Women are vitally important in this process.  
The majority of churches are filled with women.  
We have children who are looking for God 
through us.  Husband who are unsaved looking 
for God in us and other women who look up to 
us.  
Why would I believe that your God is good, 
what good has he done for you, through you or 
in you.  Your attitude is just as foul as mine; you

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cheat, lie and still when itõs convenient. You listen 
and gossip like every one else does on the job, in 
the church, on the phone.  The old mind which 
should die daily is alive and well in many and 
again I mean many of us and God is sick and tired 
of it.  WE KNOW BETTER! In Godõs eyes we are 
with out excuse!  Now I am not going to call any 
of you out because you already know who you 
are.  You already know what God ha been dealing 
with you with. You already know what he expects 
but still you have not done anything about it.   
 
The question you need to ask yourselves today or 
tonight is why? When we become Children of God 
our goal is to take off the nature of the old man .  
When I looked at this Proverb 31 Womanõs shoes, 
she had some big shoes to fill and I was only a size 
eight, plus I didnõt quit understand what all that 
meant for me.  How does this relate to my life?  
Many people speak of her but fail, canõt or donõt 
for some strange reason address how or what she 
does relate to where we are now.  I believe the 
reason for this is because we donõt really know.  
So we keep it safe by focusing on the domestic at-
tributes rather than the internal ones. Did a trip to 
the grocery store or bringing home fast food con-

stitute the same thing as bringing food from 
afar?  I didnõt know and I have come to find out 
many donõt either. 
So today,  I want to have a little Girl talk with 
you about WORTH! Our Worth! How we value 
ourselves? How we value others?  How valuable 
we are in the eyes of God? Lets do an activity.

Say, ñWORTHò as loud as you can!  Now, lets 

look at how it is defined? Worth is defined as: 

 
1 a: monetary value <farmhouse and lands of 
little worth> b: the equivalent of a specified 
amount or figure <a dollar's worth of gas> 
2: the value of something measured by its quali-
ties or by the esteem in which it is held <a liter-
ary heritage of great worth> 
3 a: moral or personal value <trying to teach 
human worth> b: merit, excellence <a field in 
which we have proved our worth> 
 
We can see here that worth has many meanings 
but which one do you think refers to our worth 
as people?  Number 3é a moral or personal  
value, human worth but definition 2 as well be-
cause how we value something like ourselves is 
also equally as important.

Did you ever envision yourself as a Pastor  
Pastorõs wife?  

 
(Pastor) No; others saw the role of Pastor in 
me; it had been prophesied many times, but 
never saw it in myself. 
 
(Lady) I always hoped I would be an wonder-
ful support system to my husband and children 
and I knew in my spirit that the call was on my 
husbandõs life, but I didnõt know when heõd be 
called.  
 
What is your ministry passion? 
(Pastor) My ministry passion is to build the 
Kingdom of God. To fulfill Matthew 6:10 
(KJV) which states, òThy kingdom come, Thy 
will be done on earth as it is in heaven.ó To 
influence the earth for Godõs kingdom and to 
duplicate heaven in the earth is my passion. 
 
(Lady) My ministry passion is to Godõs peo-
ple: helping to uplift and mentoré Specifically 
for young ladies and women; I want to show 
them how to find balance in Christ, to be what 
God has called them to be in the 21st century. 
As worship leader, I also have a strong affec-
tion for Praise and Worship. 
 
What is the best advice you have been 
given? 
(Pastor) Minister Kevin Pugh from Freedom 
Christian Bible Fellowship in Philadelphia PA 
told me to empower my staff because as the 
visionary, I cast the vision and  the leadership 
of the church will run with the vision and 
bring it to fruition, all for the glory of Godé  
 
(Lady) The best advice I was given came from 
Lady Pamela Brown, our covering, churchõs 
First Lady of Faith Center Church (2 locations 

Bluefield, WV and Charlotte, North Carolina) 
was to be myself in Christ and to make sure I am 
living a balanced life everyday: spending time 
with God, my family while always being ap-
proachable.  
 
What advice can you give to other Pastorõ 
ministerõs wives? 
(Pastor) Donõt despise small beginnings and 
pour into the people God sends to you. 
(Lady) Let your husband be your first ministry; 
by taking care of home first, you will be better 
equipped to take care of the people of God. As 
he ministers to Godõs people, minister to his 
needs. 
 
What advice would you give for someone 
going into ministry? 
(Pastor) Be clear that God has spoken to you 
regarding ministry and be able to articulate the 
vision God has given to you. Be tenacious to 
make sure the vision comes to past. 
 
What are your favorite things about your 
ministry? 
(Pastor) Seeing the growth in Godõs people... 
Seeing the Kingdom expand for His Glory 
(Lady) The one on one conversations I have 
with the members of our churché Being privi-
leged enough to share in their lives, lessons and 
blessings, means so much to me. 
 
What is the most rewarding experience you 
both have had in ministry? 
(Pastor) Seeing people get saved and come to 
the Lord. 
(Lady) Hearing the testimonies and reports of 
how God is transforming peoplesõ lives on all 
levels; and watching people share how they real-
ized they are never too far that God cannot wrap 
His arms around them. 
 
What has been your greatest/challenging 
part of ministry? 
Time...Managing time to create balance 
 
How did you overcome that challenge? 
Properly prioritizing but always keeping God 
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first. 
 
What is the #1 help you have found in your ministry? 
 
Staff that are willing to go above and beyond to carry out the vision of Kingdom. 
 
 
What is the most effective way you have found to get men, women, and church members to 
share their faith or invite non-Christians to church? 
 
(Pastor) In our Evangelism class, I have been training members to share their testimony about 
what God has brought them fromé 
 
You try to create an atmosphere for transparency by telling the all of your church to be 
ònakedó and òunashamedó. What do you believe is the challenge for Christian's today? 
 
(Pastor) The challenge for Christians today is living in balance. Matthew 6:33 says, òSeek ye first 
the kingdom of God and his righteousness and everything else shall be added unto youéó The 
average Christian is chasing the òeverything elseó instead of seeking the Kingdom, at which point 
òeverything elseó will come to them.  
 
Should money affect where you minister or how much effort you put into it? 
 
(Pastor) Absolutely not. If you are Kingdom minded, money should not determine the effort you 
put into furthering Godõs Kingdom. 
 
How do you avoid ministry burnout? 
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(Pastor) Through Convocations, retreats, fellowshipping, vision casting and vacations, we are able to be 
replenished so we do not suffer burnout. We believe in distributive leadership and empowering those 
who are capable of going forth under the vision God has given me to implement whatõs needed to keep 
our church running smoothly.  
 
How involved should a minister be in the lives of his/her people? 
 
As involved as needed and as involved as people will allow you to be. Different people are in different 
places in their Christian walk, so our level of involvement must be differentiated to meet everyoneõs 
need.  
 
What boundaries have you found helpful? 
 
By reminding our staff and leadership team, including myself, to stay within our areas of gifting so we 
can operate as a body and be on one accord. 
 
How does ministry affect your daily life? 
 
It has a tremendous impact on my daily life. I average about 3 hours a day studying and Pastoring a 
church is a 24 hour responsibility that I do not take lightly 
 
How do you maintain balance in life? 
 
Balance comes with not micromanaging, trusting my leadership and prioritizing the day. 
 
And finally, what one thing would you like to accomplish in life? 
 
I would like to die empty: fulfilling every vision and dream that God has given me.
