"The UNMASKING"

Falseness is a mask that we wear far too often.  It has gotten so bad that even the devil himself know our churchology lingo better than we do.  Let's get real.  What masks are you wearing?  You can't hide the real you.  Your evil nasty ways eventually reveals them selves.  There is nothing hidden that will not be revealed.
